Below are some general resources, ideas and online sites that may be helpful to you when supporting your children at home.  
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Here are two investigations to try out 
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this works and amaze your frends.





1 Cut out a square of paper about 15 cm x 15 cm. Fold it in half one way and then in half again

2 Draw a petal shape away from the folded corner.  Cut around the shape to make the flower

3 Open out the paper, folding the tip of each petal in to the middle point (where the folds cross)

4 Next make an insect to hide in the middle… like the ones in the pictures
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5 but the bug inside the folded flower and fold down the petals to cover and hide it.  Fill a tray with water and lay the folded flower on top. 

6 Wait and watch.  What has happened?  As the fibres in the paper soak up water, they swell and the paper expands which opens the paper flower up to reveal the creature hiding inside.  Try it with different types of paper and different creatures hiding inside.


1  Take a plastic cup and make holes on opposite sides of the rim.  Then tie a piece of string through.
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2  Make a hole in the bottom carefully and push a small cotton wool ball into the hole so half is inside the cup and half is poking out of the bottom

3  Cut out petal shapes from colourful plastic bags 

4  glue them to the cup around the cotton ball to make a flower shape

5  make some sugar water …  as below … and pour into the cup
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6  Hang the feeder from a branch of a tree or bush.  Check on it from time to time during the day.  Are there any butterflies feeding?  Use the space below to draw your feeder and any butterflies that you saw.
