	INTENT

Settling into school life is a key aim for this learning experiences.  Learning about the classroom routines, contributing to the classroom charter and getting used to the indoors and outdoors environments will support the children to feel safe and secure at school.  Dedicated time will be spent getting to know each other; we will learn each other’s interests, likes and dislikes, and explore what they know and what they can do so that we can build upon this knowledge and these skills.  The children’s knowledge and understanding of the world will be developed as they observe the changes happening around them during the Autumnal season and the changes at school, they will begin to reflect upon things from their past and notice some changes with time.

	Physical Development

Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors (3-4)

Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons (reception)

NB – Ensure that children have developed their upper arm and shoulder strength sufficiently: they do not need to move their shoulders as they move their hands and fingers • that they can move and rotate their lower arms and wrists independently

We will:

Introduce and support children how to hold and use scissors safely and effectively

Use different size paintbrushes to create self portraits

Introduce and support a tripod grip to hold a pencil e,g, to draw self and family portraits

Provide opportunity for fiddly finger activities – e.g. threading and sewing, pouring, stirring, using spray bottles, dressing and undressing dolls (role play)
	PE Focus:
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How we evaluate?

*Thinking Hats will be used to reflect upon our overall outcomes at the end of the learning experience in addition to individual pieces of work.  The children will be introduced to the hats in steps, beginning with our yellow hat (positive thinking) and the red hat (all about feelings).  
*Baseline assessment will be completed early during the autumn term
