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Salt Dough Medals/wall hanging

Ingredients – 1 cup salt, 2 cups flour and ¾ cups of water

Simply combine the flour and salt in a bowl, then add the water gradually. Knead the mixture until it becomes a dough-like consistency. It will feel very grainy because of the high salt content, but that’s fine. If still too sticky add a touch more flour, if it won’t hold together well then more water, a teaspoon at a time.
Once it is made, you can roll it out and cut it to any shape you like.  Remember to put a small hole at the top of the design to thread a ribbon through.  You might choose to decorate your medal/hanging with an inspiring image or uplifting quote for example, I think I can, I know I can.
