You do not have to do all of the ideas listed below; just pick and choose the ones that interest you the most. Some of these suggestions may give you ideas to create your own home learning.

Possible Ideas
· Research what life was like in the 1930’s. What did children do for fun? What did people wear? You could present your research findings as a timeline, poster or mini book

· Imagine what it was like to be an evacuee. Write a letter to your family to tell them what your new life is like and how you feel about it all

· Listen to music from the era and imagine how it would have made people feel. Try making a dance or finding out how people would have danced

· Research toys and games played during World War 2.  Are they very different to what you like to play now?  

· Interview someone who was around during the war or whose lives were affected by the war. Find out their war time memories or write a list of questions that you would like to know

· Can you find out what it was like in Corfe Mullen during World War 2?  Was it affected or not? Why?

· Design and make a gas mask box

· Think about being evacuated and taking a suitcase of your favourite items. What would you put in it? Bring some of them into school to discuss, draw them or make a model of the suitcase

· Learn simple first aid - like how to make a sling or put somebody in the recovery position. It would be an important skill in times of war
