Computing

Reading at Home

Maths


We will spend time this half term developing and securing our knowledge of place value. We will continue to explore one more / one less than a given number and look at how numbers can be compared to one another.





Art





We will explore Van Gogh’s Starry Night and re create similar images through splatter painting to represent stars in the sky. Chalk and pastels will be used also to design the rockets and planets.
































Writing


Your child’s writing journey will predominately begin the year through the Read, Write, Inc. Get Writing approach. We will then progress on to using the ‘Talk for Writing’ which encourages the children to learn a text, build up skills demonstrated in the text before writing in a similar style.























Home Learning





In addition to reading at home, the children will be coming home with a spelling log book. This indicates which sounds have been introduced during the week and we encourage the children to keep having a go at these and those from previous weeks.

Science


The Science learning undertaken this half term will involve discussion around the word ‘material’ and will identify what it means. Through observation and note taking, we will explore different materials in our classroom/school environment and distinguish between an object and the material it is made from. The children will be encouraged to ask questions, observe and describe the physical properties of a variety of materials. In addition, they will sort and group materials based on some of their properties and complete simple tests, recording their findings in simple tables





Design Technology


We are looking forward to developing our joining skills (glue and tape) this half term as we design a rocket/spaceship to get back home (Following reading the book – The Way Back Home by Oliver Jeffers) The children will generate the ideas and then make rockets from a range of materials based on their own plans and science learning. Through the use of thinking hats, we will begin to think about what it means to evaluate our learning.














History


Our history focus this half term will enable the children to learn about the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Through this exploration, we will discover who Neil Armstrong was and reflect upon his achievements as an astronaut. We will make further links to Tim Peak and identify what he is known for. Christopher Columbus will also be a focus for us as we compare and contrast the two explorers, thinking about the resources they had and qualities needed to be an explorer. Additionally, we will begin to develop an understanding of these significant events in chronological order.
