Home Learning

In addition to reading at home, the

children will continue to bring home
their spelling logbook. This indicates
which sounds have been introduced

during the week and we encourage
the children to  practise these and those

from previous weeks.

You will also receive a separate home learning
ideas sheet to give you and your child some
inspiration with our learning journeys in mind.
These are designed to encourage your child
to engage with their learning both in school

and at home.

In English, we will start with carousel based
learning to begin the transition from Foundation
to Year 1. Within these carousels, we will focus on
orally rehearsing sentences  before writing
them, remembering our finger spaces between

words, and using our Fred Fingers

Our learning will then be anchored
to the book "Knuffle Bunny: A
Cautionary Tale” by Mo Willems.

We will explore what makes a sen-
tence and learn how we can structure a series of

sentences to form a short narrative. We will be

learning about capital letters and how to punctu-

stops.
